‘he Refuge Wednesday 18 Hole League has been established to provide and environment that is friendly yet provides all golfers
age 18 & up an opportunity to meet new people and play golf competitively in a fun atmosphere.

| WEDNESDAY LEAGUE RULES: |

| MEMBERSHIP FEES |

There will be a one time fee of $200 cash for your annual league dues.
This fee covers your weekly entry fee's and league championship prize fund.
All players must be a Member of the Wednesday League and will not be allowed to play until the payment of your annual dues.

[ RULES COMMITTEE |

In the event of a rules dispute or concern the Refuge Management will have the final authority on all Club and USGA Rules.

[ FORMAT |

The Wednesday League will play 18 holes per week on Wednesdays. You can tee off anytime and must play with one other league member.
Play will begin on April 15, and go 16 weeks worth stretching into late September - followed by league championship

USGA rules will govern all play with the exception of any local rule that may be in effect at the time of play.

All play is from the white tee markers

Weekly Format: Low net, payouts for 1st and 2nd in 2 handicapped flights
Scorecards MUST be put into the box in the clubhouse by Wednesday night. No scorecard = no scores for that group, no exceptions

[ SIGN-UPS |

Call clubhouse to sign up. League play must be completed on Wednesday.
Must play with at least 1 other 18 hole league member for your scorecard to be eligible.

[ HANDICAPS |

All players in the Refuge Wednesday League will be required to have a valid MGA handicap. All handicaps will be kept at the Refuge and the
fee associated are not included in the league dues. All scores from the league must be posted by the player in order to receive payout.

[ GREEN FEE / CART FEE |

$45 per player plus tax due to clubhouse for non season pass holders.
Season pass holders also need to check into the pro shop before teeing off.

[ PACEOFPLAY |

Pace of play is a crucial element in enhancing a club members experience. All players pace of play will be monitored. The Club has
adopted the "ready golf" rule and "honors" will not need to be recognized. Players must play when ready to negate an undue delays.
If a group falls more than one hole behind the entire foursome (group) may be assessed a two-stroke penalty.

[ WEATHER DELAYS |

If adverse weather is present the Refuge management will determine if the course is playable. If play starts and there is a stoppage due
to weather rainchecks will be issued according to the posted policy of The Refuge Golf Club.

| TIES |
In the event of a tie, a scorecard playoff will be conducted and noted in the results email.
| PAYOUTS |

Weekly winners will be paid out no later than Thursday afternoon following completion of play Wednesday.
There is a lock box for scorecards that will double as the payout box in the pro shop.
